August 2011 
 

 Hello Everyone, Well, just like I said last year, ñWhere has the summer goneò.  We had such a late spring it has really made the 

summer seem very rushed. 
 

 The June crop report is out from National Agriculture Statistics Services. The headline on the first page of ñThe Maple Newsò is 

U.S. crop eclipses 2009.  2009 was reported to have been a good year.  Michigan reported a crop of 123,000 gallons this year, 

which is a 50% increase over the very poor crop in 2010. The average retail price came in at $45.00 per gallon. That gives us an 

approximate value of $5.5 million dollars.  Michigan dropped to number 7 in the ranking of states.  My thinking is that we are just 

not expanding as rapidly here in Michigan as we could be. I also believe that we have a lot of smaller producers who do not get 

reported. 
 

 Of course the main activity of the year is our hosting of the NAMSC and IMSI meeting October 23rd ï 26th in Frankenmuth. Be-

cause of this meeting we will not be having a Fall Tour. There is a day of tours the 26th of October which is part of the NAM-

SC/IMSI meeting. We have set up a one day registration for the tours. I would like to encourage Michigan Maple Syrup Associa-

tion members to come and take part in the NAMSC and IMSI Meeting. We do have one day of technical sessions on Tuesday. 

They look to be very informative with a broad range of topics being presented. For more information please go to our website, 

www.mi-maplesyrup.com.  From the home page click on the óEventô option. Once there click on the óSpecial Eventsò option. 

You then scroll down and select the various line items. First select the óIntroductionô to see more information. You can then select 

the other options to see information on tours, meeting schedules and registration forms. We would like to see Michigan be well 

represented at this meeting being the host state. 
 

 On August 3rd Mary Douglass and I were invited to take part in the Governorôs Summit on Production Agriculture. The Summit 

was intended to strengthen the partnership of industry, state government, and Michigan State University to create a shared vision 

for research, outreach, education and state government in support of production agriculture in Michigan.

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The Business of a NAMSC-ISMI Annual Meeting 

 
     As plans continue for the upcoming Annual Meeting to be held in Frankenmuth October 23rd through the 

26th, questions may arise  about the role of these two organizations.  Jean Maday of Potterville is a past MMSA 

delegate to both groups and shared the following descriptions.    
 

     IMSI (International Maple Syrup Institute) is a non-profit organization established in 1975 to promote and 

protect pure maple products.  IMSI assisted in the marketing of surplus syrup.  The interest shifted to trees and 

environmental issues.  IMSI meets four times a year and the committee is represented by a slate of officers and a 

delegate from each of the maple producing states and provinces.  Resource people from government and private 

sources, equipment manufacturers and distributors, packers and syrup producers assist in the interworking of the 

organization. 
 

     NAMSC (North American Maple Syrup Council) was organized in the late 50ôs  with the purpose to promote 

research, maple bush management and disease control, marketing, standardization of maple products, develop-

ment of efficient methods and equipment.  Membership is by state, but delegates and alternate delegates repre-

senting the maple producing states and provinces participate in the annual meeting.  Delegates attend committee 

meetings and participate in discussing pertinent issues and proposals.  A major issue at  all conferences is the 

review of research proposals and making recommendations as to how the research funds are spent. 
 

     Delegates are given the opportunity to participate in all discussions and proposals.  They not only bring their 

personal agendas to the table but represent their statesô issues as they relate to the maple global issues.  This 

gives delegates the resources to bring home the updates on current issues. 
 

     Being a delegate at the annual conferences can be very intensive as there are committee meetings to attend as 

well as the conference agendas.  Although attending the annual conference for delegates is very time consuming, 

it gives delegates up to date information and priority information about research. 
 

      The Annual Conferences give an immediate opportunity to meet the delegates from all the other states and 

opens the lines of communication about how and what other states set as priorities.  The majority of the dele-

gates are male and have served as delegates for an extensive period of time.  It is not common to have a female 

delegate; however in the past ten years there appears to have been at least one female each year as a delegate.  It 

appears that the longer you serve as a delegate the more  opportunity to become a committee chairperson and/or 

move into an officers position.  You can become as active (or inactive) as you or your state encourages you to 

become.  Michiganôs own Mary Fogle Douglass was a delegate to IMSI and was the first female to be elected 

president.  Mary headed the organization in 2001 and 2002.  Jean Maday also carried on the presence of a wom-

an from our state serving as a delegate to both boards.  Other Michigan delegates in recent years have been Ron 

Thomas, Larry Haigh and Dale Forrester.   Thanks to these MMSA members for their contributions of time and 

interest in representing Michigan maple syrup producers on the international scene. 
 

     On Monday, October 24th, these groups open the conference with their open Annual Meetings.  As you have 

read in previous paragraphs, the concerns to be presented and discussed are topics relevant to all maple syrup 

producers.  Attendance at these meetings is encouraged as well as at the interesting slate of technical sessions on 

Tuesday and the tours and banquet on Wednesday.  Letôs make sure Michigan is well-represented...this oppor-

tunity so close to home happens only about once in every fifteen years!
